Marc Ott, 54447 Sherwood Lane, Shelby Township, Michigan 48315, explained that he is proposing to construct a building similar to the neighboring business, Zyntec Corporation.  He replied to inquiry that this would include Lakeside Collision.  Mr. Ott noted that in the Technical Research zoning district, he did not feel adequate signage would be permitted for his development and that zoning also limits the tenants to whom he could lease.  He replied to further inquiry that he would like to construct a building within the next few years.





Mr. Morrissette inquired as to whether the existing collision shop will remain after he constructs the building.





Mr. Ott replied that the collision shop will remain.  He replied to further inquiry that he intends to develop a building ranging in size from 25,000 to 30,000 square feet and estimates leasing to approximately six businesses.

Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.





Vince Cataldo, 6775 Serenity Drive, St. Clair, Michigan 48079, explained that there is an updated letter from Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT).  He noted that after their first review, he met with representatives from MDOT and, although he understood that MDOT was attempting to eliminate as many approaches off of Groesbeck as possible, he pointed out that their use is light industrial and they will be having large semi-trucks pulling in and out.  He noted that the large trucks may back up onto Groesbeck and he emphasized the need for two separate driveways.  He indicated that after stressing this to MDOT, they were in agreement.





Mr. Morrissette inquired as to whether trucks would enter on the right side, pull all the way around the building and exit on the other side.





Mr. Cataldo noted that this is an existing business in Clinton Township and their biggest concern is getting trucks on and off of their site.  He assured that there will be plenty of room for trucks to maneuver.





Mr. Morrissette inquired as to the distance between the foot of the well and the building.





Mr. Cataldo replied that it will be approximately 78 feet.





Ms. Weiss emphasized that she would not want to see trucks parking along the fence line abutting the residential property. 





Mr. Santia did not feel the location of the driveways would interfere with the traffic on Groesbeck.





Ms. Weiss requested to be excused from voting on this matter because she lives in the neighborhood.





Mr. Roach acknowledged that Ms. Weiss could abstain from voting.

Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.





Dr. David DeMello, 39379 Garfield Road, Clinton Township, Michigan 48038, distributed pictures of the site to the Planning Commissioners.  He explained that he would like to install vinyl fencing and landscaping rather than the required wall along the north line of the property.  He noted that the type of fencing proposed is depicted on the bottom left of the photo.   He stated it extends from the back of the neighbor’s home to the east property line.  He added that the neighbor was also going to plant arborvitae along the north and west property line.  He emphasized that they are trying to put in something more pleasing to the eye than a masonry wall and are therefore requesting a permanent wall waiver.  He noted that currently people are driving on Ms. Demerjian’s property.  He felt the fence and landscaping will eliminate this problem.

Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.





Jim Hoch, 111 West Berry, Fort Wayne, Indiana 46807, introduced Dave Turbovich, the construction manager for Wide Open West.  Mr. Hoch explained that WideOpenWest (WOW) is based in Colorado.  They are proposing an unmanned fiber optics equipment building that will measure 22 feet 6 inches by 20 feet 6 inches and will have a 12-foot height.  He explained that they offer residents broadband internet and cable services.  Mr. Hoch emphasized that there is no tower and no generator associated with this facility, and a 6-foot chain link fence would surround the building.  They will install pre-cast concrete.  He thanked Ms. Irene Sheridan of the Department of Planning and Community Development for her assistance on this project.





Mr. Morrissette inquired as to how often the technicians visit this site.





Mr. Hoch stated that while the facility is unmanned, there would be one or two technicians visiting the site one or two times each month.  He noted that the only access needed will be an emergency access.





Ms. Weiss inquired as to whether there will be any security on the site.





Mr. Turbovich replied that the interior doors will be alarmed.





Further discussion took place regarding security on the site.





Mr. Turbovich replied that the equipment stored in the building is comparable in expense to equipment in other buildings.





Mr. Santia replied that there has not been a site development plan submitted for the abutting property.  He did not feel the easement would impact any future land development, and they will be using Ameritech’s access.





Mr. Hoch explained that they need to determine via aerial viewing where fiber optics can be developed.  He emphasized that this is a good site for them because it is close to Americast.





Mr. Turbovich replied to inquiry that their lease is for twenty (20) years.  He stated that when they acquired the business, people thought they were “WideOpenMid-West” rather than “WideOpenWest” and that is why they started using the acronym “W.O.W.”.





Mr. Hoch replied to inquiry that there is no landscaping proposed or required on this site.





Ms. O’Neal felt that landscaping would be an asset to the site.





Ms. Weiss inquired as to whether they will have access to their structure in the future.





Mr. Turbovich assured they will continue to retain access to the structure.

Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.





Gasper Vitale, 40531 Emerald Lane, Clinton Township, Michigan 48038, explained that this site is located at the corner of Canal and Hayes, behind the Citgo Gas Station.  He noted that he has been working with Ms. Irene Sheridan of the Clinton Township Planning Department, and the only problem he ran into was Consumer’s Energy easement.  He stated that Ms. Sheridan had requested they add a tree buffer area along the east property line, so they have indicated arborvitaes on the plan.  





Mr. Tomlinson inquired as to whether the rear of the building will be facing south.





Mr. Vitale replied that the rear of the building will be facing south; however, he offered to brick around the perimeter of the building.  He added that there will be large windows, with brick all the way down on both sides.





Mr. Tomlinson felt it will look terrible from the south because the residents will be looking at the back of a building.





Mr. Vitale stressed that they will be painting the building with two-tone paint and he was confident it will look nice.





Mr. Vincent Vitale, same address, stated he will be part owner, and he assured that they can make any changes the Planning Commission feels is necessary.





Mr. Tomlinson felt the lines should go underground.    He replied to inquiry that he would be satisfied with a brick exterior and underground wires.





Mr. Matway inquired as to how many business will go into the proposed building.





Mr. Gasper Vitale replied that he would estimate no more than 12 businesses will go into the proposed building.  He replied to further inquiry that the parking lot has been completed.  He pointed out that there will be one long wall; however, due to the configuration of the property, there is nothing he can do to eliminate that.  He felt they will have sufficient parking.





Mr. Morrissette inquired as to whether the five handicapped spaces shown on the site plan will be sufficient.





Mr. Santia commented that the Michigan Barrier Free laws require one (1) handicapped parking space for every 25 parking spaces.





Mr. Gasper Vitale noted that they are providing a couple of spaces in excess of the minimum number of handicapped spaces required. 





Mr. Morrissette felt the back of the building should be brick construction and the utilities should be underground.





Mr. Landa inquired as to whether the Planning Commission has the authority to require brick.





Mr. Tomlinson replied that the petitioner offered to provide brick construction on the rear of the building.





Discussion took place as to whether the rear of the building would have to be bricked if there is a row of 8-foot-high arborvitaes that would hide it.

Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.











Dante Manarolla, 17023 Eleanor Court, Clinton Township, Michigan 48038, explained that the subject site is located at 17200 Clinton River Road, ¼ mile east of Garfield, adjacent to the second hole at Fern Hill Golf Course.  He noted that they received a variance from the Board of Appeals and assured that they have met all other requirements of the Township ordinance, and their plan has satisfied the Police, Fire, Engineering, Planning and DEQ.  He further assured that they are proposing an upscale development.  He replied to inquiry that the units will measure approximately 3,000 square feet each, and the price will be in the $300,000+ range.  Mr. Manarolla indicated they will emulate a turn-of-the-century Chicago-style townhouse with brick facade, wood windows and wood garage doors that measure eight feet, and all of the exterior will be brick and wood.  He noted that they will use the existing foliage and shrubbery.  He replied to inquiry that they will be tearing down the house on the corner, and he replied to further inquiry that this development abuts the Fern Hill Apartments.





The question was raised as to how close some of these units will be to the second hole at Fern Hill.





Mr. Manarolla noted that they will be using decorative fencing and will be planting trees every few feet to try to eliminate any problems.  He replied that the units will be three floors, with the lower level being a walkout game room and the garage.  He added that there will be two bedrooms on the third floor and they are quite large.





Mr. Tomlinson complimented Mr. Manarolla on the nice appearance of the proposed development.

Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.





Mike Mattera, 319 North Gratiot Avenue, Mt. Clemens, Michigan 48043, noted that their proposed development is in compliance with all requirements of the Township ordinances, and they have satisfied the few concerned residents in the area.  He added that this development is upscale from what was originally proposed, and they have attempted to make some compromises with the residents in substituting landscaped berms in lieu of the required masonry walls.  Mr. Mattera replied to inquiry that there will be 24 units, and they will range in price from $140,000 to $150,000 each.





Mr. Morrissette inquired as to whether the petitioner met with the residents in the area.





Mr. Mattera replied that he met with some of the neighbors, and the three residents that had the biggest concern over this development are now satisfied.





Ms. Weiss felt this is a good improvement and will be more consistent with what is in the neighborhood.





Mr. Tomlinson felt the proposed development will be good for the area and had no objection as long as the dumpster concerns are resolved.





Mr. Mattera felt this development will attract more senior residents.  He felt that without the dumpsters it will be more aesthetically pleasing.  He replied to inquiry that they cannot provide access off of the side road because it is a private road.
