Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.

Anthony DiRezze, 885 Lakeshore Drive, Grosse Pointe Shores, Michigan, replied to inquiry that he will be submitting a Tree Survey; however, he thought that was to be submitted when engineering is submitted for approval.

Mr. Santia explained that a Tree Survey is required as part of the original site plan submittal.  He felt the character of the site does not lend itself to preserving many trees; however, there are a few that could be saved.

Mr. DiRezze noted that there are a couple of trees in front and a few in the back that can be saved.

Mr. Santia noted that before the site development plan is submitted to the Township Board, they would like to see a plan indicating the trees that will be saved.

Ms. Weiss commented that she would recommend approval of the plan as long as the Tree Removal Plan meets with the Planning Department’s approval.

Mr. DiRezze replied to inquiry that he is proposing four units measuring 2,000 square feet each for small industrial contractors.  He inquired as to whether there is a problem with retention if it is underground.

Mr. Santia replied that the retention can be underground.

Motion by Mr. Truax, supported by Mr. Matway, with reference to File #5672 and application from Anthony DiRezze, 885 Lakeshore Drive, Grosse Pointe Shores, Michigan 48236, concerning the site development plan for JDM Industrial Building (fka DiRezze Industrial Building), to be located on Part of Lot 3, Supervisor’s Plat #1 (Section 35), generally located fronting the west line of Harper, north of Quinn Road, that recommendation be submitted to the Township Board for approval of the site development plan as submitted, subject to a Tree Removal Plan being submitted to the Planning Department and approved by them prior to being submitted to the Township Board. Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.

Mr. Santia informed that the petitioner went before the Board of Appeals and was granted a variance on the height of the building.

Ms. Weiss complimented the petitioner on planting additional trees to replace those being removed.

Tom Phillips, Vice-President, Hobbs + Black, 100 North State Street, Ann Arbor, Michigan 48036, explained that Phase 5 is a future phase and they hope to develop that in a few years.

Mr. Matway inquired as to how the neighbors felt about the height variance.

Mr. Santia explained that the site is somewhat secluded and backs up to the freeway, with the neighboring properties developed as industrial.  He pointed out that there was no one in attendance at the Board of Appeals public hearing to object.

Mr. Phillips replied to inquiry that they need a storage area for their printed materials and they are trying to maximize their storage area.

Motion by Mr. Yurkie, supported by Ms. Weiss, with reference to File #4190 and application from Andrew Tweddle, President, Tweddle Litho Company, 24700 Maplehurst, Clinton Township, Michigan 48036, as represented by Thomas Phillips, Vice President, Hobbs + Black Associates, Inc., 100 North State Street, Ann Arbor, Michigan 48036, concerning the revised site development plan for Tweddle Litho Phase 4, located on Lot 6, Maplehurst Subdivision (Section 1), generally located at the east end of Maplehurst Drive, south of Hall Road (M-59), that the revised site development plan be approved as submitted. Pertinent correspondence was read and entered into the record.

Deputy Chief Ianitelli, Clinton Township Fire Department, was present to answer questions.

Mr. Santia felt it would be a good idea to have representatives from the Fire Department present this plan to the Planning Commission because he felt it is important for the Planning Commission to be aware of the building going on in the community.  He explained that this is the first of two new fire stations and will be located at Elizabeth Road and Groesbeck Highway.  The second station will be located at Gratiot Avenue and Harrington.  He added that this was part of a bond issue and there will also be renovations at some of the other sites.

John DeBruyne, SDA Architects, Inc., 2201 Twelve Mile Road, Warren, Michigan 48092, explained that the building will be stone and brick façade, with a partially pitched roof.  He indicated it will total approximately 16,200 square feet, with four apparatus bays to accommodate future expansion.  He added that the Fire Department’s three-level Training Center will be located at this facility, and they will be tied together with the other fire stations through monitors.  The building will also contain dorm rooms, lockers, kitchen, dining room, etc.  There is room for 35 parking spaces in the back, which is where the main entrance will be located.  Their quick entrance is in front, where they will have an intercom system.

Paul Brouwer, Clinton Township Fire Department, noted that they have incorporated a sewer system with a sump pump at the bottom of the training tower that can either put water in or take water out.  They will have a classroom, and video conferencing capabilities will reduce the time and cost of training by 35% because they will be able to double two stations for classes.  He felt the stone and brick appearance will be a nice compliment to the area, and he added that it will have bi-fold doors with an old-fashioned appearance.

Mr. Matway noted that the Macomb County Jail and the local hospitals already have towers in place and he inquired as to whether there is any interference associated with these towers.

Deputy Chief Brouwer explained that they will have a small antenna and do not anticipate needing the towers.

Deputy Chief Ianitelli indicated that they have to hang their clothes on a line to dry, and the training tower will provide the space for this.  He replied to inquiry that the County has a training tower; however, to utilize that facility would cost the Township approximately $300 per hour.

Mr. Matway felt that a station at Harrington and Gratiot would be logical; however, he inquired as to how the location for this Fire Station was determined.  

Deputy Chief Brouwer assured that the Elizabeth/Groesbeck location provides quick access to Hall and Groesbeck, all the way east to Gratiot.

Deputy Chief Ianitelli indicated that the abutting property owners have agreed to allow an access drive to the site; however, they would prefer a greenbelt in lieu of the required masonry wall.

Deputy Chief Brouwer noted that they are trying to standardize their training and equipment with other communities throughout the state.  He stated that this will be a single-engine house as far as emergency response, with a combination truck possibly being used at this location.  He informed that two pieces of equipment for the Special Operations Team will be located on site, and he added that they will be purchasing some additional trailers with grant money because the amount of equipment is so heavy and bulky.  One of the trailers will be a decontamination trailer.

Discussion took place regarding the elevated terrorism alert level and how the community is preparing for an emergency.

Motion by Ms. Trombley, supported by Ms. O’Neal, with reference to File #5732 and proposed site development for Clinton Township Fire Station #5, to be located on 1.79 acres of land fronting the east line of Elizabeth Road, north of Dunham Road, to receive and file the proposed site plan and offer support for its approval.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye – Trombley, O’Neal, Gibson, Matway, Tomlinson, Truax, Weiss, Yurkie, Gerlando.  Nay – None.  Absent – None.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION ON NEXT MEETING AGENDA

Mr. Santia informed that there will be a public hearing to rezone property fronting the north line of 15 Mile Road, west of Utica Road, to B-2 Community Business for the purpose of developing a Buffalo Wild Wings Restaurant.  He noted that the site development plan for Five Star Office Plaza, the Michigan State Police Tower at Elizabeth and Hall (for modifications), and Clinton West Industrial Park are among the items that will be on the next Planning Commission agenda.
