Mr. Mosher replied that they felt it would be safer and there would be less chance of accidents than if they were trying to pull out onto Harper.  He replied to further inquiry that this parcel was rezoned last year.

Mr. Silbernagel clarified that the Road Commission will have to approve the location of the entrance, and they will be required to put in some flares.
